SHOP ALLOTMENT RULES


1.1 DEFINITIONS :

a) “Board” means the Board of Governors of the Sant Longowal Institute of Engineering & Technology.

b) “Chairman” means the Chairperson, Board of Governors of the Sant Longowal Institute of Engineering & Technology.

c) “Director” means the Director, Sant Longowal Institute of Engineering & Technology.

d) “Shop Allotment Committee” means the committee constituted by the Director, from time to time, to consider allotment of shops/restaurant/canteen/booth etc. under these rules and other matters connected therewith.

e) “Institute” means the Sant Longowal Institute of Engineering & Technology.

f) “Estate Officer” means an officer of the Institute, designated as such, by the competent authority of the Institute.

g) “Allotment” means the grant of License to a person to occupy a shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc. in accordance with the provisions of Shop Allotment Rules.

h) “Allotment Year” means the year beginning Ist of January or such other period as may be notified by the Director, SLIET.

i) “Family” means the wife or husband, as the case may be, children, “step-children, legally adopted children, parents, and brothers and sisters who ordinarily reside with and are dependant on the allottee.

j) “License Fee” means the sum of money payable in respect of a shop/commercial accommodation allotted in accordance with the provisions made in these Rules.

k) “Sub-letting,” means, unauthorized letting out whole or part of the accommodation by an allottee to another person with or without payment of license fee by such other person.

l) Chairperson - Shop Allotment Committee” means the Chairperson of the committee constituted by the Director, from time to time, to consider allotment of under these rules and other matters connected therewith.

m) TENDER: To be published in News paper seeking bids for the allotment of shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc. 

n) LOCAL NOTICE: To be circulated in nearby surrounding areas seeking price quotations for the allotment of shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc. 
1.2    Allotment /Re-Allotment/Restoration Rules
1) All shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc. in the SLIET are to be allotted on license fee basis through open tender/ local notice system/ renewal of contract of the existing allottees. The highest bidder in the open tender/ local notice are allotted the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc. for a period of 11 months extendable for the next two terms (each term will be of 11 months) in continuation based upon the past satisfactory performance of the allottee. Then the contracts of shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc. can be extended to the same allottee for a period of 3 years at a time based upon the previous satisfactory performance of the allottee. All the allotments pertaining to shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc. will be made subject to increase in the license fee after a term of 11 months @ 5 % of the license fee charged in the preceding year. If the allotment will be made for 3 years at a time the increase in the license fee will be @ 15 % of the license fee of the preceding year. The allotment of the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc. to the same allottee can be renewed for another three years to a maximum overall period of 15 years subject to fulfillment of other prescribed terms ad conditions of the license or by the allottee. 

2) The Shops numbered 9 & 10 in main shopping complex are reserved for khadi gram udyog. These shops are to be allotted / renewed for a term of 11 months through negotiation on concessional license fee (with or without increase in license fee as charged in the previous year) as these are Govt. run shops and to promote the use of khadi in the Institute. In case these shops will remain unoccupied, the same will be allotted through same procedure meant for other shops. 

3) Only one shop is to be allotted to a family which would include self/ husband, dependant father, mother, dependent son, daughter-in-law, unmarried daughter and that members of same family would not be allowed to secure any subsequent allotment of shops through any other business transactions such as partnership or purchase etc.

4) All offers of allotment of shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc. shall be made by 

            at the level of Chairman, Shop Allotment Committee with the prior approval of

       5)
Produce an affidavit on a stamp paper worth Rs. 25/- giving the local as well as  

            the permanent home address along with recent passport size photograph(s), 

            Character certificate attested by a Magistrate I-Class with tender form / price 

            quotation to be submitted in case of local notice. Also provide attested copy of the

            PAN Card.

6) All allotments shall be made only on lease and license basis. However, before the 

occupation of the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc., the allottee after getting the allotment letter shall have to: -

· Pay the full amount of license fee for the full term of 11 months in advance in        

            case the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc. is allotted for 11 months.

· Pay the license fees for a year in advance in case the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths  

etc. is allotted for 3 years. The rest of license fee will be deposited in the beginning of the subsequent years on yearly basis. If allottee fails to deposit balance license fee in the beginning of next consecutive years, the contract may be cancelled and EMD, security deposit and Electricity Meter Security will be forfeited. 

· Security deposit as prescribed in rules will have to be deposited in advance.  

· Security deposit will be refunded on successful completion of contract.

· Execute a license deed in the Prescribed Performa on stamped paper worth Rs 25/-.

· The shops in the girl’s hostels will be run by the ladies only and therefore the

            allotment of the same will be restricted to ladies only.

7) All formalities in respect of allotment of shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc. like 

            signing inventory of furniture, fixtures (electrical and civil) shall be completed 

            within 15 working days. Any short inventory will be recovered from security 

            amount.

8) All allottees have to comply with Child Lobour Act-2006. 

9) Sale of narcotics is strictly prohibited in shops/ restaurant/ canteens /booths etc.

10)Any breach in the terms and conditions of the contract between the Institute and allottee will provide an opportunity to the Institute to   cancel the contract without assigning any reason and forfeiting full part of the EMD/Security/Electricity Meter Security/ License fees as a penalty.
1.3 RESRVATION FOR OUT-OF-TURN PRIORITY OR ON CONCESSIONAL  

      LICENSE FEE ALLOTMENT FOR SPECIAL REASONS: 

a) The Director may, if he/she deems it necessary, reserve or set aside a particular shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc or a set of shops for any specific purpose.

b) The Institute may reserve upto 10 % of the total number of shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc  of different types as the Director may decide for constituting a “Priority Allotment Pool” for out-of-turn allotment to the following categories of persons: -

· Ladies entrepreneurs

· A son, daughter or the spouse of an employee who was in occupation with the Institute prior to his/her retirement or death while in service, as the case may be, may be considered for an out-of-turn allotment of the “Priority Allotment Pool”  

c) The Director may can allot the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc. on concessional license fee for the interest of the Institute.

1.4 PROCEDURE FOR ALLOTMENT OF SHOPS/ RESTAURANT/CANTEENS/ BOOTHS ETC.
The Director may constitute a Shop Allotment Committee for the purpose of making recommendations regarding allotment of shops/ restaurant/ canteen/booths etc.

1.5  SHOP ALLOTMENT COMMITTEE:

Functions:

        The Shop Allotment Committee shall –

 (1)  Scrutinize the “price quotations/ bids” for various types/classes of 

        shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc.       

 (2)   Make recommendations regarding allotment of vacancies in the various         

         types/classes of shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc. in different pools for the   

         approval of the Director.

(3)    Consider any other matters relevant to the allotment of  

        shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc, which may be referred to it, and make   

        appropriate recommendations thereon for the consideration of the Director.

1.6 ALLOTMENT  ORDERS AND EXECUTION OF LICENCE DEED
             The Member Secretary of the Shop Allotment Committee or the Officer dealing with the work relating to allotment of Institute shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc shall, after the approval of the recommendations of the Shop Allotment Committee by the Director, issue orders regarding allotment, mentioning also the specific conditions, if any stipulated in each case and execute / sign license deed of shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc.

1.7 LICENSE FEE AND OTHER CHARGES :

· Every allottee of shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc shall, in addition to payment of the prescribed license fee, be also liable to pay municipal service charges if applicable, charges for consumption of electricity, charges for any other service provided to him or for the accommodation allotted to him or for the buildings of which the allotted accommodation forms a part, and any other charges that the Board may, from time to time prescribe.

· Revision of minimum license fees:  The shop allotment committee may revise the minimum license fees for all SLIET shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc periodically with the approval of the Director.

1.9  ACCEPTANCE OF ALLOTMENT :

An allottee shall communicate the acceptance of the allotment made to him within 7 days of the receipt of order of allotment. On his acceptance, he shall occupy the premises after depositing the  license fee etc. within fifteen days from the date of acceptance unless the premises is certified to be uninhabitable by the Estate Officer. The Director may, on receipt of a request from the allottee, suitably extend the period stipulated for occupation of the allotment and provided further that if premises allotted is not occupied within the prescribed or extended time limit, the allotment shall be deemed to have been cancelled on the expiry of the said time limit and the allottee shall not be eligible for another allotment for one years from the date of such cancellation.     

At the time of occupation of the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc allotted to him/her, the allottee shall be required to sign an agreement deed and inventory of furniture, fixtures and other fittings provided in the shops/commercial accommodation. The allottee shall also furnish an undertaking in estate office agreeing to abide by the terms and conditions of allotment and deduction of license fee and other dues from his/her security amount, if necessary.
1.10  COMMENCEMENT  OF  ALLOTMENT :

For the purposes of liability for payment of license fee and other charges, an allotment made under these rules shall, unless otherwise provided in the terms of allotment in a particular case, take effect from the date as mentioned in the allotment letter.

1.11  SUBSISTENCE OF ALLOTMENT :

The allotment made under these Rules, shall subsist until: -

           (i)   it is surrendered according to the provisions of these rules;

           (ii)  it is replaced by another allotment;

           (iii)  it is vacated by the allottee;  or

           (iv)  it is cancelled or deemed to have been cancelled under the orders of the 

                   appropriate authority. If the allotment is cancelled for any reason(s), the           

                   EMD, security deposit, Electricity Meter Security deposit will also be                                               

                   forfeited.

           (v) If an allottee is found to be unable to run the contract or he/she leave in between, then 
                also the license fees, EMD, security  deposit, Electricity Meter Security deposit will 
                also be forfeited.

 1.12   SUB-LETTING AND SHARING : 

No allottee shall sublet / share the whole or any part of his shop/restaurant/canteen/booth etc. An allottee, subletting the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc allotted to him or any portion thereof unauthorisdely, shall render himself liable to the payment of license fee up to four times the “standard license fee” of the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc in addition to any other penalty which the Director may consider it appropriate to impose upon him or shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc may be got vacated from allottee.

1.13 MAINTENANCE OF SHOPS RESTAURANT/CANTEENS/ BOOTHS / ETC.:

i) The allottee, to whom a shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc has been allotted, shall maintain his shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc thereof in clean condition, to the satisfaction of the Estate Officer or any other authority nominated by the Director to ensure proper maintenance of the building.   

ii) The allottee shall allow the maintenance staff or the worker of the authorize contractors to have access to the premises at all reasonable hours for inspecting and repairs of the building and installation and fixtures provided therein. 

iii) An allottee or his/her staff shall not grow any trees, shrubs or plants contrary to the instructions issued by the Institute nor cut or lop off any existing trees or shrubs growing in any garden, courtyard or compound attached to the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc except with the prior written permission of the appropriate authority. 

iv) An allottee shall ensure that he/she and his/her staff do not cause any inconvenience to their neighbors by their conduct. 

1.14  INFLAMABLE MATERIALS :

No inflammable material shall be stored in the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc or their compounds

1.15  DAMAGES / THEFTS :

An allottee shall be personally responsible for any damage  beyond normal wear and tear of the fixtures, sanitary fittings, electrical installations, furniture, fencing etc., provided in the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc or theft of any of  these items during the period of his occupation of the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc. The allottees have to furnish complete local and permanent addresses of his staff with their photographs to the office of Member Secretary Shop allotment Committee and In-Charge Security.  

1.16  LIABILITY FOR PAYMENT OF LICENE FEE: 

· Where an allotment has been accepted, the liability for payment of license fee and other charges will be with effect from the date as mentioned in the allotment letter.

· Subject to the provisions of rules an allottee, who, after accepting an allotment, fails to take possession of the allotted shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc within the prescribed time limit, shall be liable to forfeit of the EMD and Security deposit. 

1.17 OVERSTAYAL IN SHOPS/ RESTAURANT/ CANTEENS/ BOOTHS ETC AFTER CANCELLATION OF   ALLTOMENT:

Where an allotment has been cancelled or is deemed to have been cancelled under the provisions of these Rules and the allottee concerned has not vacated it within the prescribed time-limit, he shall be liable, in addition to any other action, that may be taken against him, to pay damages for un-authorized occupation and use of the premises, which may amount upto Rs.500/- per day.

1.18  ISSUE OF INSTRUCTIONS : 

The Director, may issue any instructions / executives orders, etc., in pursuance of these Rules, or may authorize the Estate Officer to issue such instructions / orders and all such instructions / orders, shall be binding on the allottees.

1.19  LICENCE :

In every case, the allottee shall be deemed to be Licensee and not a tenant.

1.20  INTERPRATATION :

On any question of interpretation of these Rules, the Director’s decision shall be final.

1.21 RESIDUAL  MATTERS:

The matters, or points in relation to which no specific provision exists in these rules, will be governed by the provisions of relevant Rules of Government of India, in respect to these matters. 

1.22 TO A LEGAL HEIR:
On the death of an allottee the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc may be regularized in the name of the applicant if he/she is widow, son (including adopted son) or unmarried daughter provided an affidavit is given by each of the remaining legal heirs of the deceased allottee to the effect that they have no objection to such allotment /regularization.

      Provided further that the first preference for regularization may be given to the widow of the deceased. If the widow is not there or if she is not willing to take it, the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc may be regularized in the name of son or daughter whom all the surviving sons/daughters of the deceased allottee collectively put forward for same. In other words, regularization will not be done in favour of all the sons/daughters who may have a claim but it will be allowed in favour of that individual whom they put forward for this purpose.

         Provided further that if the widow predeceases the allottee or where she dies soon after the death of the husband, regularization may be allowed in the name of son/daughter of the deceased allottee after obtaining the usual “No Objection Affidavit” from all concerned and observing the usual formalities.

           Provided further that in cases where the deceased allottee happens to be unmarried and as such does not leave behind any legal heir(s) mentioned in the first proviso; the shops/restaurant/canteens/booths etc may be transferred in the name of the deceased allottee’s father/mother provided he/she is not an earning hand and has no children to support him/her.

             The regularization of allotment in the name of legal heirs on the                                 death of the allottee will be made on the same license fee which the deceased allottee was actually paying or was liable to pay for the premises immediately before his death.  

1.23  RESTRICTION OF TRADES:

When a shop is allotted for a specific trade viz., Restaurant, Halwai Shop, canteen, stationery etc. the allottee will not ordinarily be allowed to change the trade.      

1.24 RELAXATION OF RULES
The Director of the Institute may, for reasons to be recorded in writing, relax all or any of the provisions of the rules/instructions governing the policy of allotment, regularization, restoration of shops etc., in SLIET, Longowal.

1.25   EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT: 

 Allottee will deposit prescribed Earnest Money Deposit along with Tender form /price quotation and will be released after successful completion of contract. And will be forfeited if contract is cancelled for any reason or allottee refuses allotment or unable to run the contract and leave in between. Recovery if any will be deducted from EMD. 

1.26   SECURITY DEPOSIT  
Allottee will deposit prescribed Security in advance (before taking over the possession)in case contract is awarded which will be released on successful completion of contract.  And will be forfeited if contract is cancelled for any reason or allottee unable to run the contract and leave in between. Recovery if any will be deducted from security amount.  

1.27 ELECTRICITY METER SECURITY

The requisite formalities for taking Electricity connection will be required to be completed by the allottee as per Institute rules. The electricity charges will be payable on the actual basis.  The contractor shall be responsible for payment of electricity charges as per energy bills. The Security amount to be deposited by allottee for getting electricity connection will be Rs.2500/-(refundable, no other charges) for all shops/canteen/ booth etc. For Restaurant it will be Rs 5000/- (refundable, no other charges).
1.28 CHANGE OF PURPOSE OF SHOPS/CANTEEN/ BOOTH ETC.

If shop allotment committee feels that for a particular shop there is no bid/ price quotation and shop/ canteen /booth etc. remain vacant. The committee can change the purpose of shop/ canteen/ booth etc. for the purpose of its allotment and call for fresh bids as per rules..

1.29 MISCLANEUOS: 

1.) The Director shall have the right himself or through his authorized representative to inspect/check the quality of edibles, selling rates of such items.  Any excess charging from customers and if the items being sold are found of poor quality or unhygienic and the cases falling within the definition of misconduct with customers will tantamount to breach for the purpose of contract agreement 
        2)  The Director of the SLIET shall be at liberty at any time to put an end to the contract by giving 30 days notice as he deems proper and reasonable and any such notice delivered to the licensee or his servant or left at the premises will be deemed to be sufficient notice to the contractor.

3) The allottee will display rate lists of all items duly approved by competent authority in the shop/ restaurant/ canteens/ booth etc. The facility will be available for all days and allottee will open shop/restaurant/ canteens/ booth etc. during prescribed timings

4) The Bearer of the restaurant/canteens/ /booths etc. are required to wear proper and clean uniforms.  

 
5) Time to time the performance of shops/restaurant/ canteens/ booths/ etc. will be evaluated. The feedback reports will be taken from students/ staff/ faculty in terms of rates, quality, hygienic, cleanliness, availability of items, conduct of allottee and its staff. The overall performance will be assessed by shop allotment committee.

6) The SLIET allotted shops if comes under the Institute functions areas (like Techfest), nothing extra payment be claimed from the allottees and they shall be allowed to operate in routine. 

7) The tender or interested parties to run the SLIET Restaurant must have the past experience of one year for running a quality restaurant in professional institute / organization.  The allottee must have an inventory and staff to fulfill the requirement of 200 person at a time.
